PRECEPT FOR 2010/2011 FINANCIAL YEAR

Members were asked to consider the recommended Precept amount to be requested from Central Bedfordshire Council for the financial year 2010/2011, and were previously provided with a copy of the Notes for setting Precept 2010/2011.


Members were advised that the Notes have a slightly different layout to previous years to show the General Reserves.  At the start of the new financial year the General Reserves will show £31,000.  The Working Balance is what we have previously been considering as general reserves.  The ‘Band D’ figures (number of dwellings in average Council Tax Band for Stotfold) from Central Beds Council won’t be available until January or February.  The increase on this year’s Precept may be spread over more houses compared to last year as the number of properties within Stotfold has increased.
Recommended that the sum of £310,211 be put forward to Central Bedfordshire Council as the sum required for the Precept for the financial year 2010/2011.  This is made up of £256,511 to meet revenue requirements (£295,633 budgeted), £31,000 towards the General Reserves fund, and £22,700 towards Earmarked Reserves (EMR).
