Recommended that a letter be sent to the Central Bedfordshire Planning Department expressing our concerns over the practise becoming common where developers enter prior agreement with property buyers to take over areas depicted as buffer zones on the master plans. Our comments sought at the planning application stage are based on the drawings and application papers as presented and any variations agreed or intended should be notified at that stage.

If it were unfortunately agreed in future applications for this change of use then limitations in the style and height of fencing or screening should be imposed in the form of covenants on the property and site. Similar covenants should also be applied if pr-arranged transfer is allowed as in the past.

It was further suggested that the definition of "Buffer" should also be included in the letter as drafted by Councillor Mrs Cooper and that a copy of the letter be forwarded to the Town Plan Steering Group for their future guidance and information on this local planning problem as the "Stotfold Town Plan" should be used as guidance by the Planning Department.
