Object on the following grounds: the proposed development constitutes overdevelopment of the site, the design of the building is completely out of character to the street scene as there are no other three storey buildings in Hitchin Road or Regent Street in the vicinity of the proposed development.  The three storey building will overlook numbers 3, 7 and 9 Arlesey Road, reducing the privacy and having a large impact on their amenity space.  The proposal will also have an overbearing impact on number 4 Hitchin Road, which is a bungalow.  There is insufficient room for safe refuse collection as the proposal is very close to the busy traffic light junction and there are concerns that the refuse collection vehicle may cause obstructions.  There is inadequate space for bin areas in the proposal, and there is no drying area allocated at all.  There is insufficient parking on the site – there are 10 spaces for 9 flats, which may have two cars each.  There are already problems and dangers with parking on Hitchin Road outside the development and the parking opposite the proposed development is not general public parking as it is for visitors to the Council offices and library.
