ITEMS FOR INFORMATION PURPOSES ONLY

A Member requested that the matter of works being carried out at 23a Mill Lane, Toad Hall, is put on the next agenda for this Committee for further discussion as there are concerns that works undertaken may not have the required planning permission.  Members were asked to look at the works undertaken, the front of which can be viewed from the Mill Meadows, and the rear from the public footpath at the Mill View development.  An article in the Telegraph newspaper advises that ‘a garden room being built within 20m of a public footpath requires planning permission’.  There are concerns that the ‘garden room’ built at this property is within 20m of a public footpath and does not appear to have planning permission.

Councillors Hayes and Mrs Wilding gave a brief account of the CPRE planning session they recently attended.  One point they picked up from the session was that the Planners often choose to ignore comments made by Town Councils such as ‘…….. subject to neighbours being consulted’ as this is not a planning matter.  They also established that it would be very useful to have the details of any conditions imposed on applications which have been approved, and to use details of these conditions such as any Planning Policy Guidance or Statements (PPG’s or PPS’s) which may be relevant when making comments on applications.
