MATTERS ARISING

Report from a representative of Bedfordshire Constabulary (see minute 8410-02/12/09)

Central Bedfordshire Community Safety Partnership - ‘Meet the Partners’ event
An invitation has been received for a representative of the Council to attend the above event taking place on Tuesday 19th January between 6pm and 9pm at Priory House, Chicksands.  The Central Bedfordshire Community Safety Partnership is newly formed.  The statutory partnership consists of the Police, Police Authority, Central Bedfordshire Council, NHS Bedfordshire, Combined Fire Authority, and will shortly include the Probation Service.

AGENDA ITEM 17

Correspondence has been received from Central Bedfordshire Council to advise that stage one of the six stage Boundary Committee for England Electoral Review has now been completed and the Boundary Committee has decided on a Council size for Central Bedfordshire of 59.

Further consultation, which will map out the number and boundaries of the electoral wards for the authority has now begun.  The intention is that the number of Councillors and the number and pattern of wards should reflect the Council’s new functions and how they intend to engage with local people and communities.

We have been asked to consider the appended draft proposals which have been formulated by the respective political groups that are represented on a Working Group of the Council that has been established specifically to carry out the review.
This consultation on the submission of the pattern of wards from Central Beds Council does not detract from the Town Council responding to the Boundary Committee with our own alternative schemes.

The deadline for the consultation is 11th January 2010, and Members are asked to formulate their views over the Christmas period and forward them to the Clerk before the Council meeting so that they may be copied and circulated in time.  
For note, our previous response to the Boundary Committee (Council 2/9/09) was that Stotfold should have three Council representatives and that Stotfold is a separate ward to Arlesey.
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
