CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENTS


The Chairman advised Members that his Civic Service, usually held in October, will be held in March of next year.  This is because we were trying to hold the Service in the Community Hall at Fairfield but the build has not yet been completed.  The usual weekend of the 11th October has been avoided this year as it clashes with the Stotfold Mill Steam event.  St Mary’s Church has now been booked up for the rest of October and the next most suitable date for all parties is in March.

Members were reminded that the first of the Town Councillor Surgeries will be held on Tuesday 13th October during the afternoon, at the Simpson Centre, and the volunteer Councillors for this Surgery are Councillor Savill and Mrs Turner.

DISCLOSURES OF MEMBERS INTERESTS

Councillors Collier and Saunders declared an interest in a Matters Arising item relating to the Roecroft Centre.  Councillor Mrs Bundock declared an interest in agenda item 6 (minutes of September Council meeting), agenda item 7 (Matters Arising) and an item on the expenditure record.  Councillor Cooper declared an interest in an item on the receipts record.

APOLOGIES

Apologies were received on behalf of Councillor Mrs Lewin, and Central Bedfordshire Councillors Dalgarno and Street.

8344.
REPORT FROM A REPRESENTATIVE OF BEDFORDSHIRE CONSTABULARY

PC Needham circulated his crime report for incidents in September 2009.  He explained that with regard to the two house burglaries, he will be providing some crime prevention advice to residents.  With regard to the drop in criminal damage from 11 in August to 6 in September, he was very pleased and felt it was due to an increase in police patrols.

With regard to the requested youth shelter for the Riverside Playing Field, he was asked to make sure that the young people he is in discussions with over this matter are the same as the ones Nicola King, Youth Participation Officer of Aragon Housing, is talking to, as there has been  concern from some youngsters that the older youths may take over the facility, and push out the younger ones.


In relation to the robbery referred to in the report, he confirmed that the CID team covering this area are based in Ampthill and not Dunstable.


PC Needham was thanked for his report, and stayed for the next item.

RECOMMENDATION UNDER MINUTE 5995 FROM RECREATION GROUNDS, PUBLIC LANDS AND LIGHTING COMMITTEE MEETING

With the agreement of Members, the Chairman brought forward the approval of the recommendation by the Recreation Grounds, Public Lands and Lighting Committee under minute 5995 relating to the provision of a youth shelter, to this point as two young residents wished to speak on the matter and put forward their reasons for the shelter.


Charlotte Riley and Deanna Payne explained that the young people of Stotfold would like a shelter at the Riverside Playing Field because they need somewhere to hang out, and currently don’t have anywhere safe to do so.  When it is wet weather they have to sit under the skate ramps to keep dry.  If a shelter is sited at the Riverside Playing Field the Police would know where they were and they would have a more comfortable place to congregate.  With the help of Nicola King, of Aragon Housing, they are submitting an application for funding from Streetcred for approximately £8,000 to provide a shelter, which they have named ‘Stotfold Youth Shelter (SYS)’, which they hope will have integrated Bluetooth and lighting.  They have managed to get together a petition which currently has approximately 40 signatures.  The two young residents in attendance are leaders in the group, and confirmed that the group of 30 or 40 youngsters who would regularly use the facility will take some responsibility for it.

They confirmed that most of the young people who currently hang out at the Riverside Playing Field are from Stotfold, with a few from Henlow.  They have suggested that the shelter is sited by the long grass area opposite the skate park, and not near the willow trees at the back of the Playing Field as originally thought.  This will mean that the police will have a better view of them, and the youngsters will be able to watch their friends on the skate park.


Members were pleased to see the young people of the town taking ‘ownership’ of such a project and having responsibility for keeping rubbish and noise levels down.  It was pointed out that if the shelter is vandalised or graffiti’d, the facility is likely to be removed.


Concern was expressed that previous advice we have received is that such a shelter should be overlooked, and that the Riverside Playing Field is too remote for the safety of young people.  The police can’t be in that area all of the time.  However it was felt that this is where the young people go anyway, there is already some lighting, and also CCTV cameras there, and extra lighting in the shelter will make it safer for them.  There was some disappointment that the various groups involved hadn’t approached the Council sooner, and had left it to the last minute before their funding submission deadline.

Members considered the recommendation under minute 5995:


‘That the Council agrees to the principle of siting a youth shelter at the Riverside Playing Field, provided that the Council will not be fully funding it.’ 

and the recommendation was resolved.

The young residents were thanked for their attendance, and they left the meeting.

Following our recent grant to the Fairfield Bowls Club, they have now asked if we would be able to provide a letter in support of the Club to help them secure further funding from the SITA Trust.


Members were asked to consider if they would be agreeable to a letter of support being written along the following lines:

· The Town Council recognises that the grounds have been there since 1954.

· Since that time the Club has accepted members from the town.

· Before it shut 9 years ago, it was run by local Stotfold people who kept the green going and organised teams, etc.

· The grounds are situated within longstanding parkland and keeping such a facility going would protect the green areas within the Fairfield Park estate.

· The Town Council feel that it is a facility within Stotfold which is worth saving.


Resolved that a letter of support is provided to the Fairfield Bowls Club as requested, using the above bullet points.

John Clarke – Openness of Central Bedfordshire Council LDF meetings

Mr Clarke has written in regard to the Local Development Framework meeting at Central Bedfordshire Council which does not permit members of the public to attend, and has requested a statement from the Council supporting the stance on openness, transparency and full accountability regarding the right of the general public to attend all meetings at Central Beds Council including LDF Task Force meetings.

Members gave the matter due consideration and it was:


Resolved that Stotfold Town Council’s statement is as follows:  The Town Council supports the request of Stotfold residents for openness, transparency and full accountability regarding the right of the general public to attend all meetings at Central Beds Council, including the LDF Task Force.
8359.
TO RECEIVE A REPORT FROM FAY REID OF THE STOTFOLD COMMUNITY SAFETY GROUP ON THEIR ACHIEVEMENTS OVER THE LAST TWO YEARS

Fay Reid introduced herself and explained that in May 2006 she was elected Secretary of the Community Safety Group, and was then elected as Chairman at their AGM in 2007.  At the 2008 AGM they were required to regularise their constitution.  They have now modified their constitution to ‘implement’ rather than strategise.  They are now more pro-active in their work.


Over the last year the Stotfold CSG held four safety consultations.  The Group have the full support of Nicola King, Youth Participation Officer for Aragon Housing.  Their first campaign was ‘Be Seen’ aimed at pedestrians, and in particular the under 16’s.  They purchased ‘danglers’, which are  reflective key rings worn by the pedestrian, using funds provided by County Councillor Street, and sold them to recuperate some of the costs.  The profits were split equally between the two lower schools in the town.  St Mary’s have now bought more ‘danglers’ and will be selling them this year.  The Be Seen campaign is continuous.

Fay Reid was aware of the proposal for a youth shelter towards the end of August, and explained that the rush was to access the last date for funding from Streetcred.  The CSG support the application.


The CSG booked the Rave Bus provided by BRCC on 24th July and was very popular.  The booking for September was cancelled due to a mechanical fault on the bus.  They have re-booked the facility for October and November.  The bus provides a warm shelter, hot drinks and a place for youngsters to congregate, listen to music and chat.


She felt that it was important for the young people of Stotfold to have a place to chill out, and thought that the project for a youth shelter would foster independence, give them some financial know-how, encourage cooperative team working, and this is how we should want our young people to grow into adults.


With regard to speeding, she explained that Arlesey Road and Norton Road continue to be high speed areas.  When carrying out speed detection operations in conjunction with the PCSO in those areas, every vehicle they targeted with their SID (Speed Indication Device) was over the speed limit, and unfortunately they were mostly from Stotfold.


Another concern of the CSG is pavement obstruction, with Hitchin Road being the worst.  There are usually 29-30 cars parked either partially or wholly on the pavements in Hitchin Road.  They have spoken to the Police who have advised that they can do very little about it, but the Group is continuing to push on the matter.  Some pavements are very narrow and very rough surfaced.  Pavements should be 900mm wide, and if a pedestrian is using a walking frame they need 1000mm.  Overgrown grass and overhanging hedging from adjacent properties are obstructing many pavements around the town.

They have recently carried out a scheme to fix number plates to vehicles in a manner which will make it very difficult for them to be stolen.  They will be carrying out further number plate fixing sessions at the Co-op in the future.

Fay Reid finished her report by asking that all pedestrians ensure they wear reflective clothing or strips when walking at night.  She was thanked by Members for the Group’s hard work in the community, and for her informative report to the meeting.

TO RECEIVE A REPORT FROM A CENTRAL BEDFORDSHIRE COUNCILLOR ON MATTERS PERTAINING TO STOTFOLD

Councillor J Saunders gave the following report:

· He has been advised that Persimmon Homes are looking at possibly using the old sewerage works at Fairfield Park for housing, which is in their ownership.  This area is technically classed as a brownfield site.  He was advised though that the sewerage works are actually in Arlesey and the Inspector’s report said that the area should not be built on.
· With regard to concerns over possible cuts to the number 97 bus service through Stotfold, he advised that he has spoken to the Head of Transportation at Central Beds and they are now starting the process of dialogue with the community.  The matter will also be going to the Executive Committee next week for discussion.  The possible cuts were mainly on the Sunday service.  There will be an approximate £100K overspend on the budget for bus services.  Concerns were expressed by Members that Section 106 monies for Fairfield Park towards transportation should be directed to the provision of Stotfold bus services.  There were also concerns that the removal of services could mean that non car users would become isolated, as the number 97 is the only practical link to neighbouring towns and train stations.  Councillor Saunders confirmed that he supported the concerns raised and would do his utmost to ensure we do not lose the number 97 bus service.  He will also seek to ensure that the Section 106 money from Fairfield Park is used to enhance the transport provision for Stotfold.   There was a request for a complete review of bus services, so that Stotfold is included on other bus routes
· With regard to the current exclusion of public from the Central Beds LDF meetings, he was asked to confirm if he supported residents and the Town Council in their views that the public should be permitted to attend the meetings, and he confirmed that he does support this and feels that they should be transparent in their actions.  A query was raised over who recommended that the public be excluded from meetings – Councillors or Officers, and what the stated reason was for the exclusion, and he advised that he would find out and get back to us on both points.

TO RECEIVE A REPORT ON THE WORK OF THE TOWN PLAN, AND TO RECEIVE AND CONSIDER ADOPTING THE NEWLY COMPLETED STOTFOLD TOWN PLAN

Copies of minutes from the Publication/Presentation Group and Town Plan Steering Group meetings were previously circulated to Members.  A copy of the draft Plan was also previously circulated to Members.  Councillor Mrs Clarey gave the following report:


During September the Town Plan Steering Group have been working towards the final draft.  The Plan is the culmination of two years work by a group of dedicated residents.  Whilst the original idea of the Government White Paper (2000) was to encourage parishes to have a say in the way in which their small communities developed – latterly towns like Stotfold have taken on this idea.  The Stotfold Town Plan is a true representation of the views of the residents who took part in the consultations that have taken place together with advice from the many ‘experts’ who have been approached.  The Group have received support from the BRCC at every stage and more recently from Laurent Martial (the newly appointed Community Development Officer – Rural Affairs).  Every resident, including Members at the meeting, have been given the opportunity to attend their meetings and take part in the activities available to gauge public opinion.

The Town Plan is a living, evolving document and a starting point that can be renewed and developed over 5, 10, 15 years and beyond.  Once the Town Plan is adopted copies can be sent to departments at Central Beds and to groups and individuals who make decisions that affect us as residents.  Within a few weeks the formally published document can follow on.


The final Town Plan will be professionally printed and will contain a selection of photographs.  This will also be available on the Town Council website along with all the other data.  Those who have accessed the new website will have noted that the Clerk has already lifted the introductory page.


All residents will receive a copy of the main actions by way of an 8 page centrefold in the Stotfold News and any resident wishing to see the full document, and who do not have internet access, will be able to see copies at the Simpson Centre.  The Library will also hold hard copies.


After due consideration it was:




Resolved that the Stotfold Town Plan is adopted by the Town Council.


Councillor Mrs Clarey and the Steering Group were thanked for their hard work in producing an excellent document.

TO RECEIVE A REPORT ON THE COMMUNITY LEISURE CENTRE PROJECT, AND TO CONSIDER THE RECOMMENDATION BY THE PROJECT BOARD TO SUSPEND GOING OUT TO TENDER FOR THE BUILD UNTIL JANUARY 2010

Members were previously provided with copies of the minutes of the Project Board meeting held on 30th September 2009.


The Chairman reminded Members that we have always previously done what was required of the former Mid Beds District and the current Central Beds Councils in regard to the project – undertake valuation for Roker Park to establish likely funds available, etc.  The Project Board wishes Central Beds to give notice to the tenant to vacate the land as soon as possible so that an archaeological survey can take place.  Central Beds didn’t want the dig to be done until the final contractor is approved, however this will delay the progress of the build.  Levitts have confirmed that they will be submitting the planning application to Central Beds by the middle of this week, and if this has not been done the Chairman and Clerk will be visiting Levitts to take the matter up with them.  Levitts advised that they didn’t want to market the site until the planning approval has been received, however the Board has felt that it would speed up the sale if the land is marketed once the application is submitted.  Central Beds want the process complete by January 2010 so we know how much the sale price will be for Roker Park, and there will then be a certainty to the amount of money we have available for the project.

With regard to the recommendation from the Project Board that the issue of the documents for tender is delayed until January 2010, a query was raised over the justification for delaying the process.  There was a feeling that if the tender documents are issued now and are returned as planned, we will have the costs for the project sooner rather than waiting until January.  The Chairman explained that there were some concerns at the Project Board meeting that putting the tender documents out without secure funding for the project might mean leaving ourselves liable for wasting the time of the contractors.  It was confirmed that the money from the sale of Roker Park won’t be realised until towards the end of the project, and Central Beds won’t release their grant money until they know exactly where we are with our finances for the project.


It was pointed out that the tender process is always slower than expected, on all sides.  There is also always a clause in the tender documents regarding liability on the contractor.


A proposal was put that we don’t accept the Project Board’s recommendation to delay the issue of tender documents, and that we continue with issuing them as planned.  Votes 2 for, 6 against, this proposal therefore fell.


A proposal was then put that we accept the Project Board’s recommendation, and delay the issue of tender documents until January 2010.  Votes 6 for, 2 against, it was therefore:


Resolved that the Town Council accepts the Project Board’s recommendation to delay the issue of the tender document until January 2010.


With regard to the Board’s suggestion that Central Beds are asked how many Councillor representatives they now wish to be on the Board, following the recent local government reorganisation, Councillor Smith suggested that it should be one Central Beds Councillor and an additional Member of the Town Council, and he also suggested that the extra Town Councillor was himself.

A proposal was put that the Town Council would like to amend the membership of the Board in relation to the two former District and County Councillors to be one Central Beds Councillor and replace the second person with an additional Town Council Member.  It was therefore:


Resolved that Central Beds are advised that the Town Council would like to amend the membership of the Project Board in relation to the two former District and County Councillors to be one Central Beds Councillor and to replace the second person with an additional Town Council Member.


It was pointed out that the sentence in the Project Board minutes regarding possible loans to local rifle clubs is incorrect, and the Board are to be advised as such.  A query was also raised as to whether it is in the OJEU rules to remove a contractor from the list, as suggested regarding recent price fixing reported in the news.

8364.
TO CONSIDER CHANGING THE START TIME OF THE COUNCIL MEETINGS FROM 7.30PM TO 7.00PM (AS PER MINUTE 8313-02/09/09)

A proposal was put to change the start time of Council meetings from 7.30pm to 7.00pm, and the proposer explained that changing the start time will bring the Council meeting into line with the Committee meeting start time, and would like to see the meetings finishing earlier as they could start earlier.  Concerns were the affect an earlier time would have on home life – meal times and young families, and commuters not being able to get to meetings on time.  Vote 4 for, 6 against.  The proposal fell.

8365.
TO APPROVE AN AMENDMENT TO THE ANNUAL RETURN FOR 2008/2009 AS REQUESTED BY OUR AUDITORS

The external auditors, BDO Stoy Hayward, have requested clarification on figures for the loan from the former District Council and have requested that we amend Section 1 of the Annual Return as follows:


Amend box 3 to £565,349 and box 7 to £317,084.  This represents an increase of income in the year of £130,427 to recognise the total loan received as income.


This is because when the year end shut down was done, there was £130,427 of the loan unspent and so the amount was shown in the accounts as a receipt in advance to be drawn down when the money was spent rather than the loan as a total amount.  The above adjustment is for clarification.


We are required to initial our amendments and have them authorised by the Council.


For note, the Accounts and Audit Regulations require that in the event that an audit has not been concluded by 30th September, we must publish our unaudited statement of accounts and a notice to this effect for 14 days, which has been done.


Resolved that the amendment is made and the document is returned to the Auditors for completion of audit: Amend box 3 to £565,349 and box 7 to £317,084.

8366.
TO CONSIDER INCREASING THE COUNCIL’S GENERAL RESERVES, AS PER COMMENT BY OUR INTERNAL AUDITOR

Members were also asked to consider, if the General Reserves are increased, how many months of expenditure to increase them by, and over what period of time to make any increase.  Any annual increase would need to be included when setting budgets for the next financial year.


There is currently approximately £65,000 in General Reserves, and our average monthly expenditure is £30,000, therefore the current Reserves would cover two months expenditure in an emergency.


An example of a worse case scenario/emergency could be if we didn’t receive a half year precept from Central Beds on time, in which case using this year’s precept figure, the half year figure would be approximately £150,000.  You could allow six months in which to get the matter resolved and the precept received into our account.  To cover six months of the current average monthly expenditure would require approximately £180,000 in General Reserves.


A proposal was put to take the comment by the Internal Auditor and decide to not do anything with it.  Vote 5 for 6 against, the proposal fell.


A proposal was then put to increase the General Reserves to £180,000 over a 3 year period.  Vote 2 for, 10 against, the proposal fell.


A third proposal was put to increase the General Reserves to £90,000 over a 2 year period.  Votes for exceeded against, it was therefore:

Resolved that the Town Council’s General Reserves are increased to £90,000 over a 2 year period.

Members considered the recommendation from minute 5950: 


That the following footway and cycleway improvements are suggested to Central Beds, in relation to works for the Section 106 agreement for the Queen Street development:  All footways in the town as per the Town Enhancement Committee’s suggestion, footpath 21 in the Church Yard as per Teasel’s suggestion, and installation of dropped kerbs at the Silverbirch junction with Astwick Road.


The recommendation was resolved, and together with the previously resolved recommendation of minute 5955, the minutes were then carried.
