CLERKS REPORT FOR INFORMATION
· Five chairs for Room 3 of the Simpson Centre have been purchased at a cost of £150.  Four waiting chairs have been obtained for free for the office foyer, together with leaflet displays which will be fixed to the wall in due course.
· It is hoped that Sue Norman of BRCC will attend the January meeting of this Committee to advise on running community buildings as charitable trusts.

· Together with the MIND group, Room 3 of the Simpson Centre will now also be used by Citizens Advice Bureau twice a week.

ROOMS 2 & 4 SIMPSON CENTRE

The lease on the two rooms used by the Stitch Shop comes to an end on 30th November, although the tenant has already vacated the space.  Members considered the future use of the rooms.

Interest has been shown for the larger of the two rooms.  A lady is asking to use the room to sell cakes, cookies and biscuits, and also to run children’s cake craft sessions.  


After discussion it was:




Resolved that the smaller room 4 is used for storage by the Town Council.


With regard to the larger room 3 it was:


Resolved that a decision on the use for the larger room is put on hold until a meeting has taken place with the lady interested in the room to discuss exact use requirements and viability.


A check will be made on the previous tenant’s lease as to whether they were required to put the room back to a neutral colour and any minor wall damage repaired.  Investigations will be made into whether a heater is required for room 4 to prevent damp.
