APOLOGIES

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION – QUESTIONS, COMMENTS AND RESPONSES

MATTERS ARISING

3098.
Consider estimates for financial year 2010/2011 (see minute 3081-20/01/10)

We are still chasing the electricity company regarding the supply of non heating electricity in the Simpson Centre.  Members agreed that the electricity company should be chased one more time and if there is still no response, no further action is taken on the matter.

3099.
Application of damp proofing bitumen paint to base of Memorial Hall external walls (see minute 3083-20/01/10)

Mr Summerfield has now completed the above work as per quote.

3100.
Consider reducing height of hedge at side of Memorial Hall and consider quote (see minute 3087-20/01/10)

Mr Golder has carried out the work to reduce the height of the hedge as per quote.

3101.
Consider the quote for Council Chamber roller shutters (see minute 3088-20/01/10)

The roller shutters have been installed on the rear Council Chamber window as per quote.

3102.
Items for information purposes only (see minute 3094-20/01/10)

This Committee will hold off looking at the Town Plan to see if there is anything relevant, until the Town Enhancement Committee has held a meeting to establish the way forward for Council to deal with the action points raised in the Plan.

CORRESPONDENCE AND CLERK’S REPORT FOR INFORMATION

No correspondence received.  For information, a service of the Simpson Centre and Memorial Hall fire extinguishers has recently been carried out, minor repairs were made to ensure extinguishers conformed to legislation, but no replacements were required.

3104.
REQUEST FOR STORAGE AT MEMORIAL HALL

Members were asked to consider a request by the newly formed Stotfold Children’s Centre (Surestart) to store some equipment for their proposed Stay and Play sessions at the Memorial Hall, being held on a weekly basis.  It will be difficult for them to bring all their equipment with them every week in their personal cars and have asked for permission to store the following items at the Memorial Hall: 6 collapsible preschool tables 94 @ 915 x 760cm and 2 @ 122 x 760cm, 20 ‘tiny’ preschool size stackable chairs, 15 (approx) stackable boxes containing toys and art materials.

Resolved that every attempt is made to accommodate the equipment, and the Children’s Centre are to be asked to clarify if they require temporary or permanent storage, and whether they need secure outside space for the children.  The Clerk, Chairman and Caretaker Mrs Clark are to investigate possible storage areas, and the Centre representatives are to bring the equipment they wish to store to the Memorial Hall to establish exactly how much space they will require.  

3105.
PURCHASE OF STACKING TABLES FOR COUNCIL CHAMBER

Members were asked to consider the need to purchase replacement stacking tables for the Council Chamber as they are unstable and the table top surfaces are breaking up at the edges.  Stacking tables are available at approximately £50 plus vat.


Resolved that as Members agreed there is a need to replace the current Council Chamber stacking tables, 8 new stackable tables are purchased at no more than £50 plus vat per table.

REVIEW OF COMMITTEE DOCUMENTS

Members were advised that minor amendments have been made to some of the Committee’s documents, for example: Memorial Hall hirer’s handbook – holding cheque amount, decorating specification – to include colour of paint used, amendment to asbestos report to remove reference to asbestos no longer present.


Resolved that the minor amendments to the Committee’s documents be approved, and the documents be dated as such.

3107.
QUOTATIONS FOR CCTV CAMERAS AT MEMORIAL HALL

Members were asked to consider three quotations for the installation of CCTV cameras at the Memorial Hall to deter vandalism at the side and rear of the building and to discourage unauthorised entry.  Each company was asked to provide a quotation to supply and install external/internal cameras with night vision/infra-red capability at side and rear of hall and in entrance lobby.  Quote to include all cabling, however an electrician will need to be employed to install electrical point, estimated at £100.


Harrisons Security – 5 vandal resistant hi-resolution day/night dome cameras situated one at front, 2 at side elevation, 2 at rear elevation, all externally mounted.  8 channel digital video recorder with 17” monitor £2,725 plus vat.


Tradefront Computers

3 infra-red anti vandal dome cameras (front, rear and internal aspects), one 50mtr infra-red camera sited on chimney to provide side coverage.  4 channel digital video recorder with 19” monitor £2,395 (or 8 channel recorder £2,525) plus vat.

Amthal Security

4 day/night dome cameras, 2 fitted on side elevation, one on rear elevation and one fitted internally in entrance lobby.  4 channel digital video recorder with 17” monitor £2,676.40 plus vat.

Resolved that the quotation from Harrisons in the sum of £2,725 plus vat is accepted, subject to secure storage for the recording equipment being found.  If required, an electrician is to be asked to install the required electrical point at no more than £100.
3108.
UPDATE ON PROBLEMS WITH GENTS URINAL IN MEMORIAL HALL AND TO DECIDE ON APPROPRIATE WAY FORWARD

Mr Summerfield has resealed behind the top cover of the urinal and removed an area of tiles and damp backing boarding.  This has been left for some time and appears to be drying out.  The damp plaster in the cubicle has dried and Mr Summerfield will be asked to paint this.  Members were asked if they wish to ask the plumber to make a full inspection, and possibly consider replacing the outer visible pipework and cistern tank as it is very old and shabby.  To save on water costs a timer could be fitted to the urinal so it doesn’t flush overnight when not being used.  To replace pipework and cistern tank would require replacement of the tiles on the wall behind.


Resolved that ‘Cisterniser’ of Reading who are the leading supplier for authorities and large public bodies, are to be asked to provide a quotation for a replacement cistern, urinal timer and replacement pipework.


With regard to the paintwork in both the gents and ladies toilets in the Memorial Hall, this is on the rolling plan for this year, however the matter will be revisited during the summer walkabout.
