REVIEW OF HIRE CHARGES
i) Simpson Centre – Council Chamber

Resolved that the session charge of 3 hours is increased from £18 to £19 for 2011/2012.

REVIEW OF ROLLING PLAN

Members carried out a review of the Committee’s Rolling Plan, with a focus on major projects for forthcoming years.  Items which have now been carried out as identified annual maintenance will be removed from the plan as appropriate.

STAFF WAGES

Members were asked to consider whether to increase wages for the caretaker and part-time caretaker positions for 2011/2012.


Recommendation that the caretaker wages are increased by 3% for 2011/2012, and part-time caretaker wages increased by 1% for 2011/2012.  This is following last year’s agreed equilisation process, to continue next year. 


At the conclusion of this item, the press and public were permitted to return to the meeting.

TO CONSIDER THE ESTIMATES FOR THE FINANCIAL YEAR 2011/2012
Members were previously provided with a copy of the figures for the first six months of the current financial year and undertook an appraisal before the estimates of the general running costs for the Committee were considered.


Amendments

The Clerk is to check the water usage of the Simpson Centre following the overpayment refund to establish a more accurate projection for next financial year.  The Clerk is also to check where the expenditure for the recently set up PHS contract is shown, and whether estimated funds for next year are sufficient.  The headings Staff Wages, Employers NI and ERs Pension Cont are to be moved to the Buildings General section.

Earmarked Reserves
