AGENDA ITEM 4 – INFORMATION FROM THE CLERK
· The plastic wall mounted leaflet pockets have been installed.  The Clerk recommends that there is no need to purchase additional ones at this time.  Review this in January.

· Land South of Stotfold, Community Building – there has been no further communication from the developers regarding the proposed plans for the building.  The Clerk awaits their planning application!

MATTERS ARISING

Issues raised on walkabout (see minute 3211-20/07/11)
Mr Summerfield has completed most of the required work during the August shutdown.  He is still to touch up white gloss in the Simpson Centre.   In addition to painting the car park spaces outside the Memorial Hall, Mr Summerfield has also been asked to paint the yellow hazard lines around the building.  In addition to painting new wording for staff car park spaces, Mr Summerfield has also been asked to repaint the disabled parking markings outside the library.
Purchase of notice board and chairs for Room 3 (see minute 3215-20/07/11)
The notice board has been purchased and installed at a cost of £7.93 which is cheaper than originally approved.  The chairs have not yet been purchased as we are trying to find a better deal than originally approved.
