MEMORIAL HALL

· To repair pelmet and adjacent plaster on window nearest to stage
· To paint walls only of the main hall

MEMORIAL HALL HIRING – USE OF KITCHEN FOR HEATING FOOD
 
Following requests by prospective Memorial Hall hirers to be permitted to use the kitchen for heating food, and advice sought from Central Beds Environment Health team on what we must provide to allow heating of food, Members were asked to consider whether they wish the office to:
· Only permit use of the kitchen for cold food preparation
· Investigate costs to bring kitchen up to standard to enable some heating of food

· Investigate costs to make kitchen fully functional to allow cooking/heating/cold preparation.


Resolved that when taking Memorial Hall bookings, the office may only permit use of the kitchen for preparation and serving of cold food.  No reheating of food is permitted, however hot food may be brought in and served immediately (not kept warm).  The Hirers Handbook is to be amended accordingly.
