Glasdon advise that they no longer include concrete legged benches in their range of seating, and in particular the Kemberton seat is being discontinued.  There are currently two other internet suppliers who still have a small stock of these benches, but they may also be discontinuing the range.  Therefore, included with this agenda are details of three suggested bench types supplied by Glasdon for consideration.

Those wishing to purchase benches are currently charged the cost of the bench (and plaque if requested), plus £100 installation charge.

Plaques can be purchased with all types of seats and are 58.73 (plus vat).
