ITEM 4 – CLERK’S REPORT FOR INFORMATION
· The relocation of the burning area has not started due to the contractor being away on extended leave.

· The intended removal of the Ash at the rear of the new Garden of Rest area under executive action did not take place before the commencement of the construction work due to the tree contractor being unavailable in time.  This can now be undertaken at the end of the construction work.

ITEM 8 – BEACON NORTH & BEACON SOUTH – HEADSTONES V KERBSTONES
