Memorial Policy (see minute 3189-25/05/11)
The amended Memorial Policy which was omitted from the last agenda is provided for Committee Members’ information.

Update on Cemetery provision (see minute 3191-25/05/11)
The Clerk is completing the report for David Lamb, Planning Team Leader at Central Beds on the history of looking for extension land, with a view to receiving advice on likelihood of Compulsory Purchase of land.
Silt drains (see minute 3195-25/05/11)
Ian Summerfield has emptied the silt buckets of the two drains in the car park.

Actions following walkabout (see minute 3197-25/05/11)
Rik Golder has cleared away dead branches from the Garden of Rest, and cut overhanging branches of the Walnut Tree at the bottom of the Lawn Section.
