It has been necessary to increase the size and frequency of the article in the Stotfold News because following our Quality Status submission, the panel feels that as we don’t produce and distribute newsletters to every household, we should produce more than the current half or one page article for the Stotfold News, as we are a very busy, productive Council.  
We are required to provide evidence of a minimum of four ‘newsletters’, and they must include full contact details of all Councillors and staff, together with the increase in editorial.  
It is suggested that the February and March costs come from the current financial year’s budget (currently £364 available – will therefore be £316 overspend) and the April and May costs from the forthcoming financial year’s budget (£1,500 budgeted for year).  We could then continue to do quarterly editions thereon (which would take next year’s budget over by approximately £200 on Stotfold News costs).
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
