Council – 1st September 2010
MATTERS ARISING
Roecroft School Governors Report (see minute 8622-07/07/10)
Following a request for confirmation that a safe pedestrian and vehicular route is provided to the newly relocated Roecroft Lower School from the centre of the town, and suggesting the route and fencing to be used, we have received a response from Peter Willet, Principal Highway Engineer to advise that it is a condition of the Planning Approval that the developer shall provide and maintain safe routes to the new school.  

The Clerk and two Members have had sight of a plan of the safe pedestrian and vehicular routes to the newly relocated school.  Hannah Pattinson, Senior Planning Officer, will endeavour to provide a copy of the plan for the Town Council.
Report on Town & Parish Council’s Conference (see minute 8623-07/07/10)
A response has been received from Central Bedfordshire Council following our request for a proper answer to Councillor Smith’s question posed at the Conference.  They advise that Councillor Maurice Jones had set out the history and current position held by Central Bedfordshire Council in his letter to Councillor Smith on 15th June, and they have enclosed a copy which Members have already seen.  They advise that the position has not changed since then and the project will be considered as part of the capital programme review.  This position was explained in person to Councillor Collier in May 2010 (as previously advised to Members).  The Executive is due to consider the capital programme review on 28th September and they anticipate being able to provide an update after that meeting.

Central Bedfordshire Together – Sustainable Community Strategy 2010 – 2031
