Members were provided with details of the appeal, with the applicant’s reason being because Central Beds Council resolved to grant planning permission without a planning obligation, and that Officers subsequently refused to issue the decision notice on the basis that there is no acceptable unilateral undertaking.

Members gave the matter due consideration, and it was felt that no further comments need to be made to the Planning Inspectorate, however it was noted that the appeal questionnaire with the appeal documents may be misleading.


Resolved that Central Beds Planning are asked for clarification on how the appellant has answered the appeal questionnaire regarding visibility from public land or highway.  The appellant states that the site can be seen from the highway, but the Committee believe that this is incorrect.  No further comments are to be made to the Planning Inspectorate.
