To approve executive action taken by the Clerk in consultation with the Chairman in returning comments on the following planning applications received:


CB/11/02526/FULL – 14 Shaftesbury Drive, SG5 4FS

Single storey rear extension, loft conversion with 2 no. rooflights in front elevation, 2 no. windows to each side elevation and 2 no dormers with Juliette balcony to rear.  Extension to existing garage to accommodate ancillary habitable accommodation at ground floor and first floor level with Juliette balcony to rear


Object to this application – over exploitation and development of this site to the detriment of the street scene and surrounding area.  Main dwelling: addition of dormer windows with balconies within the roof area would unnecessarily intrude on the privacy of neighbouring properties, as would the two additional windows from loft level on each side elevation.  They would also have a major visual impact when viewed from outside the settlement area.  The several proposed alterations at roof level would be at odds with and not in keeping with the street scene or design aspirations for the development at Fairfield site as a whole.  Evening observations of the 5 bedroom property would indicate that, excluding garage parking, the gravel driveway already accommodates three vehicles - the proposal to add two further bedrooms to the main dwelling (plus an additional bedroom in the proposed garage extension) would leave inadequate and stacked (difficult to operate) off-road parking for the number of vehicles that could be expected. Garage conversion - The proposal are so extensive that the building could be construed as a viable separate dwelling attracting its own access and parking requirements, restricted by the needs of the main dwelling. The "games room" could not easily be restricted from other uses and the "garage", as integral, could be converted easily into further domestic accommodation (possibly without the need of planning permission?). This potential "back-land" development could present a dangerous precedent within the area to the detriment of neighbouring properties and design aspirations for the Fairfield site as a whole. Site Visit (Item 10 on Planning Application) - The applicant indicates the site cannot be seen from a public road, footpath, bridleway or other public land - this is not the case, it is visible from various points and would impact on the view of all residents in Shaftesbury Drive.

Convert garage into a room replacing garage door with two windows and one door


No objections subject to this separate building being defined as an annexe within the curtilage of the main building and for domestic and recreational use as part of the main building only, not to constitute a separate dwelling or be for separate residential use.  Also subject to neighbours in Rook Tree Lane, Blacksmiths Close and Olivers Lane being consulted

Two storey rear extension (partly built over the existing single storey extension)
