Public participation (see minute 6043-26/05/10)

The developers have been asked to confirm whether they have completed the development of the Mill View estate, and for confirmation as to when they will be moving the fenced storage area and turning it into a landscaped buffer zone.  Central Beds Planning have been advised that we have written as such.  No response has been received, and a chasing telephone call has been made.

Decision Notices (see minute 6044-26/05/10)

Central Beds Planning have been asked why they don’t refer to the Fairfield Design Guide, Master Plan and Fairfield Park Urban Design Strategy in any other planning applications they have previously approved for similar proposals at Fairfield Park.  This is in relation to planning permission for 155 Bronte Avenue – Erection of detached dwelling with rear conservatory.  They confirm that at the time the application was submitted the dwelling (for which permission already existed) had not been fully constructed.  The applicant therefore needed to re-apply for the dwelling as well as the conservatory.  Because the 2010 permission was essentially replacing the previous 2004 permission, it was necessary to attach conditions which refer to the Fairfield Design Guide, Master Plan and Fairfield Park Urban Design Strategy to ensure the dwelling was in keeping with its surroundings.

EXECUTIVE ACTION – AMENDMENT TO COMMENTS ON PLANNING APPEAL

To approve executive action taken by the Clerk, in consultation with the Chairman and another Committee Member to remove the second half of the last sentence of our comments on the Appeal for Toad Hall, 23 Mill Lane ‘we wish to point out that there is also a brick built garage which doesn’t have planning permission on this site’, as the applicant has complained that the sentence is incorrect.  A visit to the site subsequently mistakenly identified the building as timber, and which was followed by a letter from the appellant to advise that the building is not within the curtilage of her property and she does not have a garage.  An apology letter has been sent to the appellant, and a second confirming letter has been sent to the Planning Inspectorate to ask them to remove the sentence mentioned above.


Resolved that the executive action taken by the Clerk in removing the following wording from our comments on the Appeal for Toad Hall, 23 Mill Lane be approved: ‘we wish to point out that there is also a brick built garage which doesn’t have planning permission on this site’.  The action taken by the Clerk in sending a letter of apology to the appellant is also approved.
