Object as the building would be greatly out of character with the street scene and would seriously affect the visual impact and character of the area; The proposed dwelling would constitute and unacceptable impact on neighbouring residential property by reason of overbearing impact, loss of privacy and loss of outlook to houses at no. 4 and 6 High Street. The proposal fails to make adequate provision for turning for delivery vehicles and tankers to empty the septic tank. Object on the grounds that the proposal would constitute an unacceptable form of backland development.  Medieval artefacts have been found on property and it is vital that an archaeology survey is carried out to assess the development site. There are no boundaries between the two properties shown on the plans and it is not apparent from the plans that the footpath on the property would have to be diverted to allow the development to take place, consideration for how the footpath links up with the other footpath would require vetting by Rights of Way Officer.
