Object on the following grounds:  

· The location plan is in excess of 20 years out of date and does not give a true indication of the density of buildings in the area.

· The wall adjoining 77 High Street forms the boundary of the curtilage of a property identified as being of historical interest.

· The previous application 05/00239/FULL stated that the wall should be capped at its present height of 2.5 metres, as can be seen from condition 9 of the application’s decision notice.

· There is a conflict in the documents received in that the plans show a 1 storey building, whereas the design statement indicates rooms in the roof and of being 1 ½ storeys in height, the design statement also indicates three dwellings and not two as per the plans submitted.  This would increase the number of persons occupying the properties.  We are therefore considering solely the plans received.
· As the neighbouring property of 77 High Street is a Quaker burial site, there is a very real possibility that demolition and excavation works may unearth burials, and the Home Office should therefore be informed.  We also request that an archaeological survey is carried out.

· Vehicular access to the site is via a narrow passageway between existing properties, and the site also has very limited turning space within the curtilage of the developments.

· The conversion of the land from business to residential would lead to a loss of much needed employment provision in the area.

· We ask for clarification of the definition of ‘OAP bungalows’, and whether the planning authority is prepared to enforce that stated use with future occupiers.
