APPROVAL CONDITIONS
38 Trinity Road

1 The development hereby approved shall be commenced within three years of the date of this permission.

Reason:  To comply with Section 91 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 which is designed to ensure that a planning permission does not continue in existence indefinitely if the development to which it relates is not carried out.

2 Notwithstanding the details shown, development shall not begin until details of the junction of the proposed vehicular access with the highway and three parking spaces measuring a minimum of 2.4m x 4.8m each have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority and the development shall not be brought into use until the junction and the parking spaces have been constructed in accordance with the approval details.
Reason:  In order to minimise danger, obstruction and inconvenience to users of the highway and the premises.

3 Before the development is brought into use the on site vehicular areas shall be constructed and surfaced in a stable and durable manner in accordance with details to be approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority for a distance of 5.0m into the site, measured from the highway boundary.  Arrangements shall be made for surface water drainage from the site to be intercepted and disposed of separately so that it does not discharge into the highway.

Reason:  To avoid the carriage of mud or other extraneous material or surface water from the site so as to safeguard the interest of highway safety and reduce the risk of flooding and to minimise inconvenience ot users of the premises and ensure satisfactory parking of vehicles outside highway limits.

4 All external works hereby permitted shall be carried out in materials to match as closely as possible in colour, type and texture, those of the existing building.

Reason:  To safeguard the appearance of the completed development by ensuring that the development hereby permitted is finished externally with materials to match/complement the existing building(s) and the visual amenities of the locality.

5 The single storey side extension hereby permitted shall not be occupied at any time other than for purposes ancillary to the residential use of the dwelling known as 38 Trinity Road, Stotfold.

Reason:  The ancillary accommodation created by the development is not suitable because of the circumstances of the site, to be used as a separate, independent residential unit.

6 The development hereby permitted shall not be carried out except in complete accordance with the details shown on the submitted plans, numbers 810:01A.

Reason:   for the avoidance of doubt.

NOTES TO APPLICANT
Any conditions in bold must be discharged before the development commences.  Failure to comply with this requirement could invalidate this permission and/or result in enforcement action.

1 The applicant is advised that no works associated with the construction of the vehicular access should be carried out within the confines of the public highway without prior consent, in writing, of the Central Bedfordshire Council Highways Department.  Upon receipt of this Notice of Planning Approval, the applicant is advised to seek approval from the Local Planning Authority for details of the proposed vehicular access junction in accordance with condition 2.   Upon formal approval of details, the applicant is advised to write to Central Bedfordshire Council’s Highway Help Desk, Technology House, 239 Ampthill Road, Bedford MK42 9BD quoting the Planning Application number and supplying a copy of the Decision Notice (with list of conditions) and a copy of the approved plan for the access.  This will enable to necessary consent and procedures under Section 184 of the Highways Act to be implemented.  The applicant is also advised that if any of the works associated with the construction of the vehicular access affects or requires the removal and/or the relocation of any equipment, apparatus or structures (e.g. street name plates, bus stop signs or shelters, statutory authority equipment etc) then the applicant will be required to bear the cost of such removal or alteration.

To full discharged condition 2 the applicant should provide evidence to the Local Planning Authority of its construction in accordance with the approved plan, before the development is brought into use.

2 The applicant is advised that photographs of the existing highway that is to be used for access and the delivery of materials will be required by the Local Highway Authority.  Any subsequent damage to the public highway resulting from the works as shown by the photographs, including damage caused by delivery vehicles to the works, will be made good to the satisfaction of the Local Highways Authority at the expense of the applicant. Attention is drawn to Section 59 of the Highways Act 1980 in this respect.
