Cleaning of MUGA

To receive two quotations for digital CCTV system for the MUGA, retaining the current cameras:
· G4 – To upgrade system to digital video recording unit, replacing 2 non functioning cameras at a total cost of £2304 plus vat.  The annual maintenance contract is £697 plus vat.
· South East Security -To upgrade system to digital video recording unit at a cost of £935 plus vat, this includes the first year’s maintenance contract, which will then be £125 plus vat per annum thereafter.  To replace 2 non functioning cameras at a cost of £600 plus vat.

2) Leaving the cameras in situ but turning off the system.

3) Purchase new digital CCTV system, using existing cameras – as per quotes above.

ITEM 4 – CLERK’S REPORT FOR INFORMATION

Minute 6477-09/11/11 – A cantilever basket swing and a 3.3m cone climber has been ordered for £11,000 from Play & Leisure.  It will be installed on site at the Hitchin Road Recreation Ground in due course.
Minute 6478-09/11/11 – In the process of measuring and ordering a pedestrian gate for the triangular piece of land at Heron Way/Waters End, to be installed in due course.
Minute 6480-09/11/11 – Mr Summerfield is in the process of replacing the wooden tops dividing the two areas of the MUGA.
ITEM 6 – PUBLIC RIGHTS OF WAY – FURTHER ACTION
Following the last meeting, Andrew Gwillam’s summary points for consideration are given below.  Suggestions for consideration by Members in bold

1. Managing SVC (Seasonal Vegetation Clearance) – if there are any local farmers/parish contractors/volunteers that wish to do SVC and get paid for it this can be accommodated
Consider: advertising this in Stotfold News?
2. Are there any extra routes that parishioners want cut – this needs to be fed back to me from P3, walking groups or Rights of Way Wardens

Consider: setting up a Warden Group with a Member of this Committee as the Council’s Public Rights of Way (ROW) Warden, representatives from Teasel and local walking groups – nominate a Committee Member as the Council’s ROW Warden
3. Infrastructure maintenance – P3 should be able to liaise with Steve Halton (P3 Officer) to work out local projects.  If there are any local farmers/contractors that want to become maintainers of structures on a regular basis this will also be encouraged.

Consider: using the newly set up Warden Group, approach local farmers/contractors for this purpose 
4. Stotfold is stile free – however there will be structures that could be improved e.g. wooden bridle bridges to culverts.  He can give a stock that the warden could check/survey.
Consider: forwarding this information once received to the Warden Group for checking/survey
5. Definitive Map & Statement – review and maintenance

Consider: either Recreation Grounds Committee going through the Map and Statement, or passing to Warden Group for consideration and feedback to Committee and Andrew Gwillam
6. Local Improvement Schemes – P3/Warden Group/CBC Officer to look at the network and suggest farmers headland, permissive and even dedicated improvement possibilities and their priority.  CBC will pay for most but not all costs involved in bringing these various types of Access Improvements to fruition.  Example mentioned at meeting – extend footpath 26/20 along the surfaced Old Baldock Road to meet the A507.
Consider: as suggested by Andrew Gwillam in this point.
7. Community Infrastructure Levy – Feed local priorities into the forthcoming CIL (Community Infrastructure Levy) funds that will be drawn down
Consider: forwarding this task to the Town Enhancement Committee to co-ordinate priorities with other Committees

Once the Warden Group is set up, Andrew Gwillam would like to meet with them to help co-ordinate further tasks highlighted above.
