Mill Lane Street Lighting

Street lighting faults

Members are asked to consider replacing two lighting columns identified by our lighting contractor as requiring replacement on safety grounds:


S1 Hazel Grove – cracked root system to column causing it to lean towards the footpath and a vehicle populated driveway


S3 Astwick Road – vehicle damage to column causing the base compartment to be distorted and metal around door section to split


Replace both columns with new 5m galvanised tubular steel columns, low energy lanterns, excavation and reinstatement works, EDF energy supply transfer charges - £3,200 plus vat.  Photographs showing damaged columns will be circulated at meeting.
