Current and future school place allocation (see minute 304-28/04/10)

Central Beds has been asked again for the current site size of St Mary’s Lower School.

Update on Section 106 Agreements (see minute 305-28/04/10)

Central Beds has been asked that they request that the developers put in a temporary vehicular route through to the new Roecroft School on the Land South of Stotfold from the town, together with safe temporary pedestrian access.


Chris Mollart-Griffin has been chased for a copy of the plans for the cycle-route along Hitchin Road.


With regard to the Queen Street S106, Jim Tombe has been chased for a response as to what he intends on using the public transport contribution for.

Investigations into asking Boundary Commission to include Stotfold within the Hertfordshire boundary (see minute 306-28/04/10)

An item has been included in the Stotfold News asking for thoughts on being included within the Hertfordshire Boundary.  Six responses have been received to date.  Comparison details between the two counties are being sought.

VARIATION OF SECTION 106 FOR LAND SOUTH OF STOTFOLD DEVELOPMENT

Members were previously circulated a copy of the a report on the Section 106 Variation Deed for the Land South of Stotfold development, which details all changes to the original document.


Resolved that the report on the Section 106 Variation Deed for the Land South of Stotfold, detailing changes to the original document, be noted.

TOWN PLAN ACTION IMPLEMENTATION

Following a request by the Fairfield Park Residents Association, Members were asked to clarify and confirm whether an identified action point in the Town Plan with a high priority and a time scale of 1 year, implies action no later than 12 months from the Town Plan’s publication date, or adoption date.


After due consideration it was:


Resolved that the Fairfield Park Residents Association are advised that although the adoption date was before the publication date, nothing could start until copies of the document had been circulated to all relevant groups.  It should also be noted that work cannot start on the actions until an Implementation Group is in place, although the Town Council’s Committees can start working on their relevant identified actions.  It is also important to note that the Plan is the aspirations of residents of the town, and it may not be possible to do all the identified suggested actions.  Most action points require some financing, and where this involves other parties, we can only suggest they carry out the actions, where this involves the Town Council, this relies on funding being available.  This document will also be reviewed over time, as circumstances and wishes may change.  Ask the Fairfield Park Residents Association for their input and membership on the Implementation Group.
318.
ELECT A CHAIRMAN FOR THE TOWN PLAN ACTION IMPLEMENTATION GROUP

The Chairman advised that the Implementation Group’s Terms of Reference need clarification before electing a Chairman.  The membership section of the document doesn’t clearly point out that the Chairman will come from the Town Enhancement Committee, nor does it state the length of term of appointment.


Resolved that the wording in the Town Plan Action Implementation Group Terms of Reference is amended to clarify that the Chairman of the Group will be elected from the Town Enhancement Committee membership, and that the term of Chairmanship shall be for one year, to run concurrently with the Council’s municipal year.

Members were then asked to nominate a Chairman for the Town Plan Action Implementation Group.  Councillor Mrs Clarey was nominated, seconded and it was:


Resolved that Councillor Mrs Clarey is elected Chairman of the Town Plan Action Implementation Group, with the term of office ending in May.


It was suggested that volunteer Members could attend the forthcoming Festival Week to promote the Implementation Group.
