2.  Activities to date

a)  Appeals for people to join the group had been made via the Town Council website and Stotfold News, with no response so far. Requests for help with specific items may attract more interest.

b) The Recreation, Public Lands and Lighting Committee were prioritising updating playgrounds and may need support from IG over obtaining funding; aiding in data collection from schools.

c) AC and the Town Clerk  have identified activities identified in the Town Plan and linked these to the relevant Committees.  

b) AC has produced a  monitoring form of Town Plan progress.  

3.  Functioning of group

a) Meetings should be every two months, unless there is a specific need for more frequency

4.  Playgrounds

a) It was agreed to draft a letter to the Chief Executive of Central Beds asking him to ensure that specific requests from the community relating to playground provision on the Land South of Stotfold (LSS) would be adhered to.  Action: PM to draft,  after AC has checked on details of possible provision already in plans for LSS.

5. Action Point

a) It was agreed the outreach provision by CAB at Shefford needs publicising in Stotfold News, the website and via posters in library, Co-op, Fairfield Park Tesco, churches, Salvation Army Hall, Council noticeboards etc.  AC to check if CAB has a  suitable poster.

6.  Ford Bridge and environs (7.3 )

a) It was agreed that close notice needs to be kept to ensure that the proposed road amendments take place.

6.  Management of land and possible future development

a) Central Beds are supposed to provide "best value for land" it owns.  It is not clear if this is purely monetary.  The Town Plan clearly reflects residents' wishes for no further development.  It was agreed we need clarification from Central Beds on what their plans are for council-owned land and what "best value" actually means.  We need to establish who is in charge of this operation.  Action: PM to find name.
